1. Provide an introduction to your question.

2. Explain each source’s answer and your critique of that answer. Divide each source into its own paragraph. Put the parenthetical citation for the source FIRST to make it easy for me to match the paragraph with your source list.
In 1-2 sentences paraphrase the source’s response to your central question. In around 3 sentences critique that response. It is acceptable for you to copy this section from your source evaluations already turned in.
3. Explain to me how your sources show variety.

How did you try to create the most vibrant and full conversation possible? How have you honored the many various voices who contribute to your conversation in the real world?
4. Provide an explanation of how you have constructed the conversation.

How have you grouped the sources together, and why? Which sources are in opposition to each other, and why?  

5. Provide your answer to your central question.

In light of all that you researched, what is your answer to your central question?
