→ Writing effectively about two sources.
1. In groups (one computer per group): Our big question: What is the purpose of education? 

Task #1: (around 4 sentences) What is Huxley’s answer?  What is your evidence to support that answer?  What is your response to his answer (agree/disagree and why)? Write together as a group.  Make sure you embed the quote. Include parenthetical citation, where necessary.
Task #2: Repeat step #1 with your secondary sources – Dewey and DFW
Task #3: Peer review- pair yourselves with another group.  You are checking for: 
-Clear articulation of Huxley’s answer. 
-Clear articulation of secondary source’s answers  
-Correctly embedded quotations.  
-Clear agreement/disagreement with logical explanation of why. Give written feedback and then oral feedback. 

Task #4: Go back to your original group and begin working on a paragraph in which you make connections between the three source’s answers to the question: What is the purpose of education?
-Include (where appropriate): where the two sources are in agreement/disagreement? How might they respond to the other’s answer?  How can you reconcile their answers if they are very different? Which answer do you find more convincing, and why?
-You do not need quotes at this point. Focus on being clear and accurate in the writing

Task #5: Peer review- written and oral feedback.  Choose a different group this time and meet new people ( You are reviewing each step for this second group. Make sure and also tell them what they did well! 
Task #6: Discuss as a class. What is your answer? Who is most convincing for you?
