Notebook Assessment
What we’re assessing:
Your dedication to the practice of keeping a notebook and your willingness to engage in the variety of ways we have suggested you keep a notebook.
Three Categories We’ll Look at:
Volume - how often have you written in the notebook in dedicated class time and outside of class & how full are your entries?
Variety - have you tried different topics and different writing styles? have you tried different kinds of entries?
Thoughtfulness - how deeply have you engaged with ideas? have you come back to ideas or refined ideas?
Next week (Tuesday, Wednesday or Friday) I’m going to ask you to sit down with me and give me information so I can assess your dedication to and engagement with the practice of the notebook.  
· I will ask you about how many entries you have, to show me how there is variety in the entries and to prove there is thoughtfulness evident.
· I am also going to ask you to set a goal for yourself for the next 6 weeks in terms of the notebook.  How will you better utilize it as a tool for thinking and writing both in and out of class?

Be prepared with answers to the questions above and a goal to articulate.  Have your evidence READY. Flag entries or parts of entries that help me see volume, variety and thoughtfulness. Not being prepared for our conversation is going to negatively affect your grade because I won’t have good information to use in my assessment.
