Writing Strategies 
→ Conquering the blank page: 
-writing for 5 minutes solid then stopping to see what’s there and extending an idea
-noticing your physical space: look around and start writing about something you see, free associate
-start with someone else’s words, copy them and then write about the ideas or mimic a stylistic choice the writer is making
Writing Terms
Conversational style- A conversational writing style seemingly breaks all of the grammatical rules. It is aimed at the target audience and addresses them as such. Its sentences may begin with pronouns and end with verbs. Sometimes there are fragmented sentences infused to display a thought. Sentences may even begin with “and,” “but,” and “yet.”
Allusion- A brief and indirect reference to a person, place, thing or idea of historical, cultural, literary or political significance. It does not describe in detail the person or thing to which it refers. It is just a passing comment and the writer expects the reader to possess enough knowledge to spot the allusion and grasp its importance in a text
Anecdote- A short account of a particular incident or event, especially of an interesting or amusing nature.
Analogy- A similarity between like features of two things, on which a comparison may be based: the analogy between the heart and a pump.
Voice- The writer's voice is the individual writing style of an author, a combination of their common usage of syntax, diction, punctuation, character development, dialogue, etc., within a given body of text (or across several works).
Allegory- a story, poem, or picture that can be interpreted to reveal a hidden meaning, typically a moral or political one.
